IDHS uses the following color schema for their binders; Management – White/Green, Operations – Orange, Planning – Blue, Finance – Black, and Federal – Grey.  The committee has decided not to use this color schema due to ‘GIS’ customer requirements.

John Milburn suggested that we consider conversations with contractors to identify which items they found to be more useful for GIS analysts during emergency events.  Marion County is utilizing Lighthouse Readiness Group’s expertise.  Christina will share the 
Committee’s suggestions to Marion County and Lighthouse for future guidance.  

Training must be provided to the host agency at the time of the delivery of the binder.  

All documents can be posted on the new Word Press website when available.  

Unites States National Grid (USNG) Training Opportunity
Roger Koelpin requested that we discontinue this project due to an existing IDHS project.  IDHS is currently working with the local emergency responders for this endeavor.  

Other reasons for discontinuing this project;

· Day to day operations may confuse response efforts.  The local responders are familiar with their way of providing support.  

· USNG is better for large scale events where EMAC may be involved.  

· It is not a best practice to have one standard ‘data set’ due to local requirements.  One jurisdiction’s requirements may not be the same as another’s.   

· Type of geographic reference is shared depending on the customer’s business practices and scale.  One customer may prefer an address where another costumer may require Lat/Long or USNG coordinates.  Also, regional efforts differ than local efforts.

US Topo (USGS) – Christina

Christina has been working with Dave Nail and Rob Dollison from USGS concerning the US Topo Layer, http://nationalmap.gov/ustopo/index.html.  This layer includes the capability to download the GeoPDF via a hyperlink in the database.  
HSIP Gold Update (On hold)
HSIP GOLD 2010 Data Licensing

· Approved for Non-federated government disaster/emergency agencies and/or personnel supporting the Homeland Security missions.  This is to support State Fusion Centers, EOCs, State GIS Coordinators, State National Guard Joint Operations Centers, and State Emergency Management Coordination.

· GIS Services must be published from a Federal Server

· At this time, we are still trying to identify a workable solution for Indiana.
