Recommended Training:

The recommended training document is posted on the Indiana GIS Response Corps website, http://www.igic.org/committees/corps/IndianaGISResponseCorps_Training.pdf 
A Tiered Training by Level of Available Response was recommended for the members.  This would delineate the amount of training required by the amount and type of support a member would provide during an event.  A member that is required to support emergencies for their full time job would be required to take more classes than a member that will provide administration support.  
An Excel spreadsheet with descriptions was sent to the committee.
Documentation:
It was of great concern of the committee that we define and build what it means to be a part of the Indiana GIS Response Corps prior to any major document publications for the committee.

During emergencies, information flow process needs to be defined from the top down and the bottom up.  Identifying these communication processes will help facilitate an accurate functional common operating picture for decision makers.  
This information will be documented in the Standard Operating Procedure.  

Proof of Concept


Identify a county which has already implemented GIS support for emergency events.  The county would be used a template for other counties to follow.  The county would discuss their successes, challenges and how their system works.  Indianapolis/Marion County Emergency Management is the preferred agency.  We are still awaiting their approval.
