· NWS Climate Services Workshop - June 23-24
Geospatially Enabling your Agency for a Natural and/or Environmental Event.  

The Indianapolis WFO and Indiana State Climate Office is planning to host a workshop in Indianapolis on Thursday June 23, and the morning of Friday June 24.  The workshop will focus on the topics of Climate Outreach and Decision Support Services, Operational Climatology and Observational Networks, and Climate Research, as well as identifying our climate customers/users here in the state, expanding communication with them, and further assessing their needs from a climate data standpoint.

OnTheMap for Emergency Management is supported by the state Labor Market Information agencies under the Local Employment Dynamics (LED) partnership with the Census Bureau. 

OnTheMap provides a way to investigate workforce and demographic data specific to areas where emergency situations are occurring.  A map of the United States is displayed indicating the locations of currently occurring wildfires, hurricanes, and flooding.  As you zoom into the area of interest, the boundary of the emergency is displayed.  Clicking on a polygon representing an emergency ultimately generates a report that indicates how many potential workers are affected in the area, by state, county, city, their ages, race, ethnicity, potential earnings, educational attainment and the types of industries.  OnTheMap for Emergency Management automatically incorporates real time data updates from the National Weather Service, Departments of Interior and Agriculture, and other agencies for hurricanes, floods, and wildfires.  The website also includes a toolbar that permits looking at the changes in each emergency over a 7 day period. 

Of particular interest for our part of the country, plans for version 3 of this application include earthquakes, winter storms/snowfall and tornadoes.
