News and Announcements:
· IGIC is using a new version of Adobe for the conference calls.  VOIP will be used for recording special presentations.  Headsets will be required for communicating.  A mix of headsets and regular phones will cause a time delay for some speakers.

· Indiana Flood Imagery was posted by Larry Biehl at Purdue, http://www.igic.org/news/index.php?itemid=469.  Landsat and MODIS imagery was published by USGS.  Imagery related to the Indiana flooding will be sent to the committee members.

· Hancock County Table top exercise – John Milburn. The primary lesson learned was that there are numerous opportunities for miscommunication up until ICS is implemented.  Once ICS is implemented miscommunication is minimized.

· GIS for Emergency Managers Projects - Phil Worrall.  Phil is looking for your projects concerning GIS support for emergency management events.  If you have a projects that you would like to share please email Phil at pworrall@igic.org.  

· Fishers Google Mashup – Mike Cranfill.  The Town of Fishers uses a Google mash up tool to pinpoint road closures on maps that are then published on the town's website. The benefits of this ability were made apparent during two weather events early this year. During the ice storm in early February, we were able to easily show the locations of road closings and also identify facilities where people could go for emergency shelter. During the flood event of early March we again pinpointed roads that were impassable due to flooding and also highlighted alternative routes for motorists to use that avoided areas of flooding. A "Breaking New" link on the home page of the town's website took users directly to the maps. Throughout that day roads were added and removed from the map as conditions changed. The application, eGov's Map Builder(TM), is a component of the web content manager program called eGov Manager. Users can access the program via a web browser and in both the previously mentioned weather events town's staff was able to update the maps from their home computers thus avoid having to go out in the elements to work from their office computers. I was able to quickly grant additional staff access to the map tools through the Managers Console. This helped spread the tasks around and assured that someone was always available to make changes to the map quickly and all involved tracked notices and changes via email.
The town's staff has identified other uses for such maps including a pothole map for tracking the location of roads that need repair. This too is available to the public for viewing. The workflow has been streamlined so that the Public Works receptionist who receives citizen's complaints concerning potholes actually adds the location of the pothole

to the map immediately after taking the call.
