GIS Standard Operating Guidance for Multi-Agency Coordination Centers

The committee provided comments concerning this document to provide a more local point of view.  The committee recommendations were sent to NAPSG for further use.  

· The committee would like to see a document created 

· With a local centric focus. 

· To include more software considerations; OGC, Marplot, WISER, etc .

· Map Elements section 

· Add a disclosure section to include who should be able to see what data.

· Add a disclaimer section to include text to reflect ‘not a legal and binding document’.

· Add a maps intent and purpose section

· The “Draft” stamp should include text to reflect revision updates, i.e.  version 1.x.

· Map Product Format Section:

· Author should create several format types; png, pdf, etc.

· Need a section which can provide questions and answers to identify GIS Support expectations.  This should be addressed by both the GIS analyst and the person whom will be tasking the analyst.  Questions would include: 

· Who does the GIS analyst report to?
· What and who is the GIS analyst responsible for? Field support, data providers?

· ***The Committee would like to dedicate more time to this topic during the next conference call.  The committee will also invite non-GIS EM responders to the call for their input.  

New Business
NIMS Guideline for the Credentialing of Personnel
